ANNUAL OIL BOILER SERVICE CHECKLIST
Visual Inspection

1. Check for significant corrosion on the boiler’s outer sheet metal, its cast-iron sections, flue, electrical controls, nearby piping and components.

2. Check above-ground oil tanks and lines for leakage.   

3. The boiler should have an oil shutoff valve positioned before the fuel filter cartridge.  
Install one if needed, preferably one that cuts off fuel flow in the event of a fire.  Replace compression fittings on oil lines with flare fittings.



4. Air inlets and shutters are free of lint and dust.



5. Check for cracks in the firebox or on the target wall.


6. Remove the burner electrode assembly and check.  Adjust electrodes spacing.


7. Check the transformer bushings, springs, and ignition wiring.




8. Check the burner motor shaft for end play.  Lubricate the burner motor and circulators if they are not permanently lubricated types.




9. Check the draft regulator for free movement.

Cleaning

1. Remove the boiler flue sections.  Brush and vacuum them clean.



2. Brush clean the surfaces of the boiler sections.


3. Clean the cadmium-sulfide flame sensor (the cad cell eye), check its alignment and check its wires.






4. Clean the burner air tube.






Operation (Adjustment and Analysis)

1. Remove the limit control housing and check the temperature settings of the high-limit and low-limit controls.





2. Fire the boiler and check gauge readings for correct water temp. and pressure.  Adjust if necessary.







3. Measure flue gas temp. and use a combustion gas analyzer to read the percentage of carbon dioxide and carbon monoxide; adjust the burner if needed.



4. Check the burner’s flame shape and adjust the burner if necessary. 


5. Check the pressure and the oxygen content of the combustion gas over the fire.

6. Check the oil pump for leaks and perform a pressure test.

7. Check that the boilers emergency switch is working.

8. Check that thermostat is working correctly.


Parts Replacement

1. Replace the fuel filter.





2. Replace the burner nozzle.






ANNUAL GAS HEATING SERVICE CHECKLIST
1. Check and clean burner.

2. Check flue pipes, draft diverter, and heat exchanger.

3. Remove burners to lean burners and heat exchanger if necessary.
4. Check electrical wiring and connections.

5. Check and clean circulating fan.  Lubricate fan and motor if necessary.

6. For belt driven fans: check for tension, wear, and alignment.

7. Check supply and return ducts for air leakage, water stains, and rust.

8. Check and maintain filter.

9. Perform an operational check of furnace and safety controls.

10. Test for carbon monoxide in the flue gas and in the air around the furnace.

11. Check for gas leaks.

12. Check, clean, and if necessary adjust pilot light.

13. Check the water heater.  For a gas water heater check flue gas for carbon monoxide.

For a high-efficiency furnace, the technician should also:

1. Check for water leaks (condensation from combustion).

2. Check flue pipes and connections.

3. Check for condensation on metal pipes and parts.

4. Check for a clean condensate drain line.

5. Check operation of draft fan.
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
